A Good Summary Statement from Paul
For though I am free from all, I have made myself a slave to all, that I might win the more. And to the Jews
I become as a Jew, that I might win the Jews, to those who are under the Law, as under the Law, though
not being myself under the Law, that I might win those who are under the Law;, to those who are without
law, as without law, though not being without the law of God but under the law of Christ, that I might win
those who are without law. To the weak I became weak, that I might win the weak; I have become all
things to all men, that I may by all means save some. (1 Cor.9:19-22)

Lesson: God communicates spiritual truths through human languages and cultures. Hence if we are to
better understand God, we must understand ethnicity and culture. And if we are to better let God love
others through us, we must understand ethnicity and culture.




Ethnic Identity

We all have ethnicity -- sometimes a mix of ethnicities -- which influences how we see ourselves and how
we interact with others. Our ethnicity is identified in our languages, customs, nations of origin and their
histories, social views and values, and our family and racial background. Our ethnicity is a mixture of
things we inherit, absorb, and learn. Some of us reflect a mix of ethnic identities. Many of us come from a
primary ethnic background, though we may have a blend of cultural backgrounds and influences.
